TELL OPPONENTS WHAT THEY NEED
TO KNOW ABOUT YOUR SYSTEM

Your opponents are entitled to know as
much about your system and style as your
partner does... the only secret in bridge is
what cards you hold.

o Provide two fully completed system cards
o Make every effort through alerts and
explanations to tell your opponents what
they need to know about your system.

NO TRICKERY, NO TIP-OFFS

You must not try to help your partner or
fool your opponents by anything but the
bids you make and cards you play ... bridge
is NOT poker.

o Don't tip partner off — and ignore partner’s
tips. Ethical players will try to avoid
revealing mannerisms, and make a point of
ignoring any information they accidentally
get from partner’s hesitations or
mannerisms.

o Don’t deceive the opponents by
hesitations or mannerisms. If you
accidentally hesitate without a problem,
apologise: ‘sorry — I didn’t have any reason
to hesitate. I was asleep!”’
