An exert from the NSW Bridge Association

We all play bridge because we love it. Help
make the game fun for everyone by observing
the few simple proprieties that make bridge fair
and enjoyable.

Make beginners welcome
New players are the future of the game we love.

o Make a special effort to explain your
bidding fully to less experienced players,
and remember they may not know the
methods and conventions you are using.

o When claiming, state your line clearly
and explain it if required. Less
experienced players may not see it as
quickly as you.

e If opponents don’t yet know the bridge
code of behaviour, explain (politely!) —
even better, refer them to this code.

Tell the opponents what they need to know
about your system
Your opponents are entitled to know as much

about your system and style as your partner does

... the only secret in bridge is what cards you
hold.
e Provide two fully completed system
cards
o Make every effort through alerts and
explanations to tell your opponents what
they need to know about your system.
